Proposed Autumn Technical Training Seminar - Maastr  icht

Due to the success of the Seminar that we presented in Maastricht between the 20" and 23"
March the Committee felt that it would be a sensible idea to attempt to repeat the format in
November. Consequently the programme was ‘dusted off’ and in order to offer something
slightly different it was decided to increase the number of guest speakers from two to four.
These people would each present a Paper related to their specific areas of expertise. The
people concerned were approached and all willingly offered to participate in the Seminar.
Consequently we were able to circulate a Seminar programme that included a number of
Papers from both The Chairman, (Philip Roberts), and the Hon Secretary, (Peter Walter), and
also the following:

Dr Paul Stratton — Linde Gas, GB: Theory and practice of reducing atmospheres for
furnace brazing.

Wolfgang Baumann — VerMoTec GmbH, DE: Automated brazing machines

Dr Harald Krappitz — Innobraze GmbH, DE: Furnace brazing pastes and the use of
wear-resistant surfaces marketed under the name of Brazecoat’

The programme was posted on the EABS Website, and circulated both by e-mail and by mail
from RWTH-Aachen to people whom we jointly felt would have an interest attending.
However, bookings were relatively slow in being made, and we had to take account of the fact
that if cancellation of the event became necessary this had to be effected by 21* October at
the latest if we were to avoid fairly substantial cancellation charges! By the due date we had
received insufficient bookings to make the event viable, and we therefore had no option but to
cancel the event and inform the potential delegates accordingly. However, from the various
responses that we received from the ‘delegates’ it is clear that the majority of them would be
willing to attend if the seminar is held in 2008. Since the Committee had already decided that
we should attempt to make our Spring Seminar in Maastricht an annual event we contacted
our proposed guest speakers, and subsequently the hotel, and have now agreed with them
that the dates for our Spring Seminar in 2008 willbe 6 ™, 7" and 8" May.

We are of the opinion that some minor modifications to the programme will be beneficial, and
once this has been done the ‘new’ programme will be passed to those people who reserved a
place for November asking them to confirm their intentions to join the seminar in May 2008.

EABS Technical article

The brazing of two different lengths of AA3003 tube s into machined
AA6063 blocks

Introduction:

The Company who requested the assistance of EABS had been brazing an assembly
comprising a 10mm o/d tube into two differently sized blocks on a sub-contract basis for
approximately two years. The Specification to which they had been working required that the
joint be leak-tight and that there must be the witness of a smooth, concave, fillet of filler
material at the mouth of the joint. They had been achieving this ideal with a typical reject rate

of 0.0025%. They had received a new contract that was almost identical to the original one,
but now it also called for the joint to be at least 70% filled with brazing filler material. They had
not changed their manufacturing technique other than to change the filler material from
12%silicon — aluminium, (AA4047), to the 7% silicon-aluminium alloy, (AA4343). This change
was effected when they found that they could not meet either the joint-fill requirement, or the
generation of a smooth fillet of filler alloy at the mouth of the joint, during their initial
production runs of the new contract. They believed that the longer melting range of the
7%silicon-aluminium alloy would allow them to generate the required fillet. This certainly
occurred, but the joint was only some 15% filled with alloy. Changing the heat-pattern with a
view to improving the flow of filler material generated other quality problems, and this is when
the decision to consult EABS was taken.
